bring the community together for a road race and celebration.  With it being the 16th day of 
2012, it is great jumpstart to the New Year.   

 
We are encouraging people to begin a 15-day exercise streak on January 1st.  We plan to 
post fitness tips on the website and include them in the race packet.  It is our experience 

that if you make working out a habit and part of your daily routine, it becomes a lifestyle.  
We are encouraging participants to establish a pattern of exercise so they can have a news 

year’s resolution that sticks. 
 

With the excitement from the local schools and churches, we are anticipating 2,000  
participants to join us on January 16, 2012 for the MLKDay5K.
